ACCOMODATIONS & FACILITIES

Oregon State has great facilities for a team camp. We have 13
full courts for games—all with wood floors and glass back
boards. Also on campus, at Dixon Recreation Center, is a state of
the art indoor climbing center and indoor pool if your team
would like to use during free time. Reservations for use of
these facilities is limited to space and time so register quickly!

COST—$275 per camper

Camp tuition is per player for teams staying overnight. One
coach per team is free of charge. The cost covers housing and
three meals per day. All teams are required to have a minimum
of eight players per team.
